Andrews University is located in Berrien Springs, MIl. Berrien Springs was founded in
the mid1800's and thrived as a resort town for rich businessmen from Chicago. It became the
county seat for a time, and still has the oldest functioning lmouse in Michigan. In 1901,
when Andrews University, then Battle Creek College, first moved to Berrien Springs, classes

were held in the courthouse until the buildings on campus were finished.



In the 1930's Louis Campagne, a Chicago gangster reputetdigced to Al Capone,
lived on an estate by the St. Joseph River neighboring the University. World famous boxing
champion Muhammad Ali now lives on that estate.

Berrien Springsis only 15 miles east of Lake Michigan, and several public beaches are
available for swimming, sailing, and other water sports. Watching the sunset on Friday evening
from the top of a sand dune is a glorious way to begin the Sabbath. Markets have a wide variety
of locally-grown fruit available most of the year. Peaches and sjgpi®e in enough varieties
to suit everyone. In addition, AU is located just half an hour from South Bend and Notre Dame
University and two hours from Chicago.

The Andrews campus itself is filled with lawns, trees and flowers, inviting all who come
toen oy Goddés creation.

The History and Political Science Department is locatdgliter Hall in the heart of
campus just across from the gym, the Student

Administration Building, and conveent to James White Library and the Science Complex.

General Information
Collegework loads are measured in Credit Hours and are computed using the formula
that for every hour in class, two hours of preparation outside of class are expected. - A three

credit/hour class will meet three times a week, usually on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.
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Two-credit classes usually meet Tuesday and Thursday, or Monday and Wednesday. Twelve to
sixteen credits is considered a full semester load.

Classes are also diad into lower and upper divisions. Lower division classes are
considered introductory or survey courses and are designed to give a broad overview of a
subject. They are numbered with 100's and 200's and are usually taken during the Freshman and
Sophomoregrears. Many of these courses are part of the General Education Requirements, which
are courses and/or areas of study that every enrolled student is required to take. Some areas of
study offer more than one class to fulfill the requirement. See thentlwniversity Bulletin for
complete details.

Upper division courses study one aspect of a subject in depth and require more intensive
concentrated attention. They are numbered with 300's and 400's and are generally taken during
the Junior and Senior yeawhen students are concentrating on their major course of study.

Graduate courses are numbered in the 500's and above and are normally open only to
students who are working on mast devebcsursesraredoct o

considerediswi ng courseso and can be taken for grac

Advising
The department assigns to each student a faculty advisor who is the first resource a
student should consult about questions or problems. drhe advisor will be available during

all four years of study and can help in many areas of campus life.
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One of the major areas in which the advisor can help is in planning an academic
schedule. Students are responsible for fulfilling all the requirenfentegrees listed in the
Andrews University Bulletin, but advisors are there to help in the process. It is especially
important to check in with the advisor during registration. After the initial Freshman
Registration, advisors are usually able to ptately register a student during pegistration
periods, thus avoiding lines and lasinute delays during regular registration.

Advisors can help with petitions, class or test conflicts, and work loads. They can help
with academic problems, provideagluate school and career information, and direct students to

other campus resources as necessary.

Majors/Minors
The Department of History and Political Scienceoffers four majors. Graduates from
the department have pursued careers in such areasaag $ibience, teaching, government
diplomatic service, business, and medicine. The program in political science provides excellent
preparation for law school and also enables students to enter various fields such as economics,
public administration, and

politics. The social studies

majors are primarily designe
for those entering the
elementary and secondary

teaching professions.



Description of Majors

Bachelor of Arts in History includes United States, European, and-weastern history
along with a foreign language. Some political science courses may also be applied. This degree
provides a solid general grounding in the discipline with emphasis in your own area&sestint
added through the electives. 38 Credits.

With this degree, you could begin a career in law, teaching, or libraries. The foreign
service needs cultural attaches and information officers. Government uses administrators and
investigators. Travel @htourism agencies need agents, researchers and writers. Antique dealers

of all kinds need employees who know various periods of history.

Bachelor of Arts in Political Scienceincludes both American govament and
international affairs combined with substantial course work in a second discipline of your choice.
You will need a foreign language. 42 Credits.

With a BA in Political Science, you can work as a translator at the United Nations,
program managdor the World Bank, county council member, state senator or State Department
officer. Go into law or teaching, become a city housing administrator, public affairs research

analyst, juvenile justice specialist, policy analyst or journalist.

Bachelor of Science in Political Sciencencludes the same requirements as the BA, but
does not require the foreign language. 42 Credits.
All the above careers are applicable to this degree as well, but the esrqi@died by

your classes will provide additional expertise in the areas of civics and politics.
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Bachelor of Science in Social Studiaacludes United States and European history, and
courses from the fids of Political Science, Economics, Geography, Sociology and
Anthropology. 56 Credits.

This degree applies primarily to teaching
yourself to that. School systems need administrators; state, local and fedenahgmie need
consultants versed in the educational field; and maybe the school you teach in just needs

someone who can teach geography or anthropology along with history.

Bachelor of Science in Elementary Education: Major in Social StudiesThis degree
is open only to students working for elementary education certification. It includes United States
and European history and courses from the fields of Political Science, Ecsraod
Geography. 38 Credits.

Elementary Education: Minor in Social Studies Again, this degree is open only to
students working for elementary education certification. It includes United States and European

history and courses from the fields of Political Science, Economics and Geography. 24 Credits.
