You can fulfill course
requirements in and out of the classroom, as many
classes feature an Internet component so that classroom
work may be completed from home.

> THREE PROGRAM OPTIONS

There are three program options available to individuals
holding a bachelor’s degree. Those with a strong liberal
arts background may enter the regular two-year
program, while those holding a Bachelor of Social Work
(BSW) may enter a one- or two-year advanced standing
program depending on academic history and GPA.

WHY AN MSW DEGREE?

An MSW degree allows you to enter the Social Work profession as an advanced-level practitioner.
The degree trains you for work in interpersonal, clinical, administrative, or developmental
settings. The MSW further prepares you to make a positive, articulated impact on the lives
of hurting people, and to provide a constructive influence among families, groups, and
communities.

SCHOLARSHIPS, GRANTS, AND ASSISTANTSHIPS

A limited number of scholarships and grants are available. Financial aid may also be provided
through the Graduate Assistantship program, which is an opportunity for a restricted number of
MSW students. The granting of Graduate Assistant (GA) positions is competitive. GA's are paid
for working with faculty members and/or members of the community on Social Work research or
service projects. They establish learning objectives with their mentors and assess their practical
learning outcomes as part of their MSW program.

GRE REQUIREMENT

The GRE is an admissions requirement for the Andrews University Graduate School. The
Department of Social Work views GRE scores as noteworthy, but comparably small evidence of
the student’s ability to succeed in graduate school.
