


MA in Education: Community Counseling Emphasis*

The Community Counseling program prepares students for counseling 

in community agencies and mental health settings such as community 

mental health centers, family counseling centers, pastoral counseling 

centers, outpatient hospital units, and solo or group private practice. 

Students gain counseling experience through small group and whole 

class activities in the local community, with an emphasis on integrating 

a spiritual perspective into their counseling practice. Completion of 

the Community Counseling program leads to Michigan state licensure 

as a professional counselor. The Community Counseling program is 

composed of 48 semester credits in core, clinical, and elective course 

work. 

MA in Education: School Counseling Emphasis*

The School Counseling program trains professional school counselors to 

work in elementary schools, middle schools, and high schools. School 

counselors work with students individually and in groups to understand 

and deal with academic, behavioral, social, and personal problems. In 

addition, school counselors design comprehensive developmental school 

counseling programs that are focused on meeting the developmental 

needs of students and promoting their academic, career, and personal/

social development. The MA in School Counseling requires 48 semester 

credits and leads to Michigan state certification as a school counselor. 

MA in Education: Educational Psychology Emphases

Educational and developmental psychologists may be involved in 

community programs for young children, adolescents, or the elderly; 

family life education; training programs in business and industry; 

early childhood education programs; special education centers; 

research related to schools and to human growth and development; 

the construction, administration, and evaluation of tests; student 

residence hall direction; and classroom teaching at the elementary, 

high school, and higher education levels. Students choose an emphasis 

in one of the following areas: 1) Instructional Psychology, 2) Research, 

3) Developmental Psychology, or 4) General emphasis. Depending 

on the area of emphasis, the program requires 30 to 33 semester 

credits in foundations, statistics, research, electives, and concentration 

course work and work experience. The curriculum in the Instructional 

Psychology emphasis provides the foundational requirements for the 

Educational Specialist (EdS) in School Psychology. Students who wish 

to qualify for school psychologist licensure should consult with an 

advisor before formulating their program.

EdS in School Psychology**

School psychologists have specialized training and skills in both 

psychology and education. With a focus on problem-solving, school 

psychologists understand child development, school systems, and 

effective teaching, and are prepared to help alleviate difficulties that 

may otherwise impede successful learning. They work with preschool, 

elementary, and high-school-age students; teachers and parents; and 

related professionals in providing assessment, consultation, program 

planning, diagnosis, and intervention services. In addition to assessing 

students for learning and emotional problems, our graduates are 

involved in providing services for behavioral problems, interpreting 

psychological reports, and explaining criteria for provision of services 

for students with disabilities. School psychologists work in public and 

private school systems, preschool settings, and child development 

centers. The EdS program prepares students through 69 semester 

credits of course work in psychological foundations, educational 

foundations, professional core, interdisciplinary areas, research, 

statistics, and measurement, and a required 1,200-hour internship in 

a school setting. Completion of the EdS program leads to a Michigan 

State Preliminary School Psychologist Certificate. 

PhD in Counseling Psychology

The PhD in Counseling Psychology prepares individuals for counseling 

psychology in schools, colleges, universities, agencies, hospitals, 

churches, businesses, industries, and private settings. Students may 

specialize in adult, child/adolescent, or marriage and family services. 

Specialties are developed within a student’s course plan. The program 

is intended to prepare a graduate for licensure as a professional 

psychologist. It is the student’s responsibility to consult with the 

appropriate authorities regarding requirements in the states and/or 

countries in which he or she wishes to practice. The PhD in Counseling 

Psychology consists of 92 credits in psychological foundations, 

educational foundations, professional studies, research, measurement, 

statistics, dissertation, elective course work, and independent learning. 

A 2,000-hour supervised internship is also required, and is usually 

completed on a full-time basis (40 hours per week) over one year.   

**The Andrews University Educational Specialist program is accredited by the National 

Association of School Psychologists (NASP).

EdD in Educational Psychology

The EdD in Educational Psychology prepares individuals for the 

professional practice of school psychology. Doctoral-level school 

psychologists work in public and private school systems, colleges and 

universities, preschool and child development centers, and private 

practice. Responsibilities typically include assessment, diagnosis, 

consultation, program planning, and intervention services for preschool 

and school-age children with educational, emotional, and behavioral 

problems, as well as the added responsibilities of supervision and more 

in-depth understanding of school psychological practice and research 

methodology. The program prepares students for teacher training in 

human development, personality, learning and instruction, statistics 

and measurement, and research design. Certification or licensure 

as a school psychologist is advisable before entering the program, 

but course work may be planned to meet certification/licensure 

requirements. This program is planned to be a continuation of the EdS 

degree.     

PhD in Educational Psychology

The PhD in Educational Psychology prepares students for educational 

psychology positions, and as college and university instructors in the 

areas of human development, personality, learning and instruction, 

measurement, statistics, and research design. The PhD program includes 

professional core course work, with in-depth coverage of areas such as 

the psychology of learning, psychological development throughout the 

life span, scientific and biological aspects of psychology, psychological 

testing, theories of personality, and educational psychology. The PhD 

program also features substantial independent learning through 

extensive research.
