> A four-year baccalaureate degree from an 

accredited American university or senior 

college, or its equivalent outside the 

United States. 

>	 A minimum undergraduate GPA of 2.60. 

>	A formula score of at least 1000 on 

the Graduate Management Aptitude 

Test (GMAT) computed by multiplying 

the undergraduate overall grade point 

average by 200 and adding that product 

to a GMAT score of not less than 400.  

>	 If English is not the first language and/

or not the language of instruction in 

secondary and post-secondary study, 

a minimum TOEFL score of 550 on the 

paper-based test or 213 in the computer-

based test, or a MELAB score of 80.

Master of Business Administration (MBA)

The MBA provides a professional program of study to develop knowledge, understanding, 

abilities, and attitudes that will constitute a foundation for growth into competent, 

responsible, and professional business administrators and managers. The program is designed 

for students with or without undergraduate preparation in business. The MBA program is a 

two-year (five semester) program for students who enter with no prior business coursework. 

Students who meet all prerequisite (foundation courses) through prior business coursework 

may complete the program in three semesters. While the foundation courses provide study 

in business fundamentals, the advanced (graduate) courses emphasize the understanding 

of administrative processes in resolving problems faced by business executives. An MBA 

at Andrews University may be of particular interest to students with an undergraduate 

accounting major who seek to meet the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants 

(AICPA) requirements for a fifth year before taking the Certified Public Accounting (CPA) 

examination, as our program offers a number of interesting accounting electives among the 

possible MBA elective choices.

Why earn an MBA degree?

As the job market continues to become more complex and competitive, organizations 

increasingly seek advanced degrees, diverse backgrounds, and refined skills. Technological 

advancement, and the resulting globalization, have created worldwide networks and 

intensified competition. From the small local service firm to the multinational corporation, 

businesses must learn new management strategies, develop survival techniques, and 

cooperate by joining forces inside and outside the organization.

scholarships

The School of Business offers several scholarships of 

up to $5000 to MBA applicants with  high academic 

qualifications. Students who submit a complete 

application for admission to the MBA program, 

including a minimum GMAT score of 500 and an 

undergraduate cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher, 

will be invited to apply for these scholarships. 

These scholarships are competitive and are 

awarded in late spring of each year to applicants 

for admission in the following school year. In 

addition, scholarships of $1000 are awarded to all 

newly admitted students who submit a satisfactory 

GMAT score as part of their application. 

graduate assistantships

There are also a limited number of Graduate 

Assistant (GA) positions available. GA’s teach 

undergraduate computer labs or work as teachers’ 

aides in computer classes in the Intermediate 

School District program.
