>	 The salary range for professional pilots, according 

to the Department of Labor, is from $20,000 to 

$200,000—the average being $65,000.

>	 As a flight instructor or air taxi pilot, you could 

expect to earn an average of $15 per hour 

($30,000 annually) at entry level. As you gain 

experience, your pay should increase accordingly.  

>	 You might take off at night and fly from city to 

city, delivering vital equipment, documents and 

supplies.

>	 You might transport critically ill or injured 

patients as an air ambulance pilot.

>	 You might enjoy the challenge of being a mission 

pilot—transporting personnel, medicine and 

crucial supplies.

>	 You might become a flight instructor at a private 

or governmental institution.

>	 You might help control the daily flight schedule 

of an airline as an aircraft dispatcher.

>	 You might pilot a jet for a major airline or 

corporation.

As you gain more experience, your pay 

should increase accordingly. Experienced technicians 

(top 10%) earned wages of more than $26.97 per 

hour. Jet technicians earned the highest wages.  

>	 You might inspect Boeing 747s.

>	 As an airline mechanic, you might specialize on 

one system or be the line mechanic who looks at 

the big picture and decides which technicians are 

needed.

>	 You might decide if a plane is airworthy by 

inspecting it after a hard landing or heavy 

turbulence.

>	 You might inspect, modify and maintain civil 

aircraft.

>	 You might oversee commercial or private 

operations as an FAA safety inspector.

>	 You might manage a fixed-base operation.
