Access Path: 
From the home page 
click on 
Articles/Databases, 

then JSTOR 
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Advanced Search  

1.  Type in your search terms. 

2.  Select fields. 

3.  Select Boolean operators (AND, OR, NOT, etc.) 

4.  Limit by document type, date range, language, etc. 

5.  Click on Search. 

6.  Note: You may also limit by Disciplines or Titles.   
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Viewing the Results  

1.  Click on the title of the article or PDF to read the whole text of the article. 

2.  Click on Page of First Match to go to the first page matching your terms. 

3.  Click on the Sort arrow to order the results by relevance or date. 

4.  Click on  Export this Citation to email or export to End Note, etc.   
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Browsing  

1.  To Browse by subject discipline, click the Browse tab at the top. 

2.  Select the discipline you would like to Browse.  

3.  You may click on a journal title and search that title separately. 
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MyJSTOR 

1.  Clicking on MyJSTOR allows you to set up a profile to save citations.  
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
