Overseas Article Delivery Service

The James White Library will provide monthly, 5 free articles (maximum 40 pages per article) 
free to overseas SDA academic libraries. 

If time and resources permit, JWL will provide an additional 5 articles at $5 for the first 10 pages 
and an additional $2 for each 10 page increment.

Copies of articles will be sent normally by air mail. Electronic delivery is also available. See 
instructions for opening files at http://www.andrews.edu/library/RefDesk/ariel.pdf.
There will be additional charges for fax delivery.

Pre-check

Please do a thorough check of local and Internet availability. We will not accept requests for 
articles that are easily available from the Internet or in the borrower’s own region.

Quota

Because of our work load, we can accept requests only if they are distributed evenly through the 
months. When a month ends, there is no carry over of free articles to the next month.

Protocol

All requests must come from the requesting user’s library. Individuals will be referred to their 
library for service.
