Pastor Allan Chichester is a participant in the
Urban Ministry cohort that started in 2011. The
implementation of his DMin Project, “A

such that he was awarded the Her Majesty
Queen Elizabeth Il Diamond Jubilee Medal by
the Government of Canada. This was in
recognition of the service he and his church
members provided in the community of
Etobicoke North in Toronto.
