VII.F Supporting Documentation: Technology

The History, Political Science, and Social Studies programs utilize the following technological resources to enhance candidates’ preparation to teach:
· Throughout all courses, appropriate technology tools are used, such as smart classrooms (with built-in computer-audio-video capabilities), electronic library tools for finding resources, Internet-based tool for submitting some assignments (LiveText), and the expectation that written work be created via computer and often be submitted electronically.  
· Research:  While much historical and political science research involved original hard-copy documents, electronic search engines can be used to locate and borrow such documents from a library or purchase them from an online bookseller.
· LiveText:  This online utility, which was adopted by the School of Education in 2008, is used by candidates to submit assignments, monitor their progress in their courses, and create and display their professional portfolios. The History, Political Science, and Social Studies programs, while housed in the Department of History and Political Science in the College of Arts and Sciences, cooperate with the School of Education’s commitment to using LiveText.  
· E-portfolios: As mentioned above, candidates create their portfolios in the online space provided for this purpose in LiveText. Candidates can use this format to share their portfolios with prospective employers. 
· PPT Presentations: In class presentations can often be done with the assistance of PowerPoint presentations.  For example, in HIST490 Research Seminar and PLSC498 Research Seminar, candidates are required to present their research via PowerPoint presentation. 
· All secondary candidates in History, Political Science, and Social Studies are required to take the course EDTE476 Methods for Integrating Instructional Technology, in which candidates learn how to use varied instructional technology and media to support student learning.
