Earn your Masters 

Degree from a 
regionally accredited 

Speech-Language 
Pathology Program.

A course-by-course 
credential evaluation 
report from a NACES 

member agency, 
verifying you have the

hours, must be 

included in your 
application. 

2. Apply
Be sure to turn in 
your application, 

payment and all the 
required 

documentation for the

Certificate of Clinical 
Competence in 

Speech-Language 
Pathology (CCC-SLP) 

to ASHA.

3. Join

4. Praxis 
Examination

Applicants must pass 
the Praxis 

Examination for 
Speech-Language 

Pathology to acquire 
their CCC-SLP.

It is required that you 
pass the Praxis within 
2 years of applying for 

your CCC-SLP.

Your Praxis score is valid 
for 5 years from your 
pass date. If you apply 
after this 5 years you 

must retake and pass the 
Praxis Examination 

again.

5. Clinical 
Fellowship

A Clinical Fellowship 
must be completed by 
all applicants for the 

CCC-SLP, 

under supervision of 
a mentor(s) with their 

CCC-SLP. 

A minimum of 36 
weeks and 1,260 

hours must be 
completed.

Any experience done 
without a mentor(s) 

will not be applicable 
to your Clinical 

Fellowship hours. 

6. Submit 
Form

With your mentor(s), 
complete your Clinical 

Fellowship Report 
and Ratings Form 

(SLPCF). 

Be sure to double 
check all paperwork 

is signed by your 
mentor and yourself. 

Submit SLPCF 
paperwork to ASHA.

7. Review 
Period

It can take up to 8 
weeks from when all 
your documentation 

is received and 
reviewed. 

No extensions will be 
given. Any delays in 

receiving 
documentation delay 

the application 
process. 

8. Certified CONGRATULATIONS!!

You now have your 
CCC-SLP and your 

new ASHA card will 
arrive soon. 

You can now sign 
your name with  

"CCC-SLP" after your 
signature.
