There are three additional bedrooms in the basement 
with a separate outside entrance. There is no direct 
access from the upper fl oors. All three rooms share a 
bathroom.
 • Bedroom fi ve and six each have a double bed 

and a twin bed.
 • Bedroom seven has a queen bed.
