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BULLETIN CLASS DESCRIPTION

OTST570 Readings in the Old Testament covers selected books/passages of the Old Testament, based
primarily on the Spanish text with reference to the Hebrew/Aramaic original. It is normally offered off
campus for MA Min. students and others who have not taken Hebrew.

PROGRAM & COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES

The prlmary objectives of this class are to:

Present the importance of prophetism in the ANE and Hebrew traditions.

= Survey the Hebrew prophets' historical, cultural, geopolitical, religious, and archaeological
contexts from the V111-V centuries BC/BCE (Sitz im Leben).

= Recognize valid hermeneutical principles for interpreting the Prophets (Nevi’im [except Daniel])
and familiarize students with exegetical tools.

= Discuss the major motifs used by the Hebrew prophets and how they contribute to the overall
message and flow of the Bible (intertextuality).

= Understand the significance of the Hebrew prophets for interpreting the New Testament, applying
principles of typology, and differentiating Classical prophecy from Apocalyptic.

Secondary objectives include:
= Provide ideas on how to make relevant the lessons from the Hebrew prophets for contemporary
audiences.
= Encourage the use of the Hebrew prophets to prepare theological Bible Studies.
= Present homiletical opportunities from the prophetic corpus and application to evangelism.

Class Participation/Punctuality and Mini-quiz—20 Percent

Class participation is required. The most crucial element in this area is to arrive on time and participate in
the discussion. Questions are welcome anytime, but if the questions demonstrate that the assigned
material has not been read, this may adversely affect your assessment. Questions that continually distract
from the focus of the class are not encouraged. You can think of hundreds of topics during class, but our
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limited time requires us to focus on the schedule. The student may contact the instructor privately for
concerns that are not precisely the subject of the class. There are no absurd questions, and under no
circumstances should you be left with doubts; this is your chance to investigate in depth before the
guestions come to you when you are alone, so get closer to me. | don't guarantee that | can answer all
your questions, but we can search together for the answers (some questions simply don't have answers,
and others are futile to ask). But remember that one of the most important benefits of education is not
answering all the questions but knowing where the answers are.

The first ten minutes of the class blocks (morning and afternoon) will be a quick quiz on the material for
that day. Those who arrive early can take the quiz. The questions come from the material taught in the
previous classes or readings assigned for that day. Quizzes cannot be recovered unless it is due to severe
illness or some good reason that will be submitted in writing 48 hours after the test has been missed. To
replace the test, you must bring a medical excuse, a close relative's death, a mechanic's note, an
international meteorological catastrophe, or a universal cataclysm. The final grade depends on doing well
in these short tests, so | recommend you to be on time and attend daily.

Post Intensive Project -50 Percent
Each student will prepare a Weekend Seminar on a specific prophet. The Seminar must include three sermons:
a. A one-page study guide must accompany each sermon.
b. The text of each sermon must be supported by at least five scholarly references and be at least five pages
long.
c. Each sermon must have at least a PowerPoint presentation with 20 slides.
d. The sermons must be submitted electronically in a Word file following the Andrews University Standards for
Written Work.
