»  Understand the significance of Daniel for the interpretation of the New Testament, for individual
believers, and for the church.

= Delineate, critique, and summarize the critical theories associated with the book of Daniel.

* Delineate and critique the three major schools of interpreting apocalyptic literature — Preterism,
Futurism and Historicism.

= Ability to preach the messages of Daniel in evangelistic and church settings in a manner that is
hermeneutically and exegetically sound and that draws people to recognize the need to turn
toward God in faith and repentance.
